Bust the limit, get
a ticket. Are you wearing colors? Not rid-
ing down Main you're not. Many club
members were “ushered” off Main and
told they could walk down Main, just not
ride. What-the-fuck-ever. After getting an
eyeful of everything in town, we got out
and started hitting the other places. As
vou should, we hit every place you've
ever heard of: Boot Hill; The Iron Horse;
Dirty Harry's; Smiley’s Tap; The Broken
Spoke; The Last Resort; and the Dog
House to mingle with all the infamous
builders from Perewitz to Huze and
crews like Sucker Punch Sallys and Ralph
Randolph Designs.

But if you're looking for something
outside of town and want to get in some
great riding, then you have to hit Hwy 17
and drop into places like White Eagle
(where you can get a great Qarbecue din-
ner for $1...ves, §1) and the Dog Pound
Saloon in Bunnell. Skip over to O.B.s in
Deland and then down to Trader Jack’s in
Deleon Springs. After all that riding, vou
are gonna want to hang out and socialize,
so hit the Cabbage Patch in Samsula.
Coleslaw wrestling! Nothing says relax-
ing biker-stvle more than watching girls
go at it in in the humidity in a ton of slaw.
Plus there are tons of vendors and food at
this place.

After all that, if you're not worn out
and have a face that looks like a raccoon,
vou weren't trying hard enough. Give
vourself a couple of extra days for riding
and mark vour calendars. Next year's
dages are October 15 through 18.
